emerged as a leader among the innova-
tive young game developers and manu-
facturers coming out of Eastern Europe.

G4 Organic Blackjack impressed our
judges with its “sleek design" and
“sophisticated electronic functions”.

“Extremely innovative,” said one
judge.

In terms of its bold colors and wavy
architecture, the G4 Organic platform,
first shown at ICE 2007, is an aesthetic
statement unto itself. Its play is equally
unique. The Blackjack version is a com-
pletely automatic multi-player game
that shuffles and deals real cards via
technology that uses software to ensure
a totally random distribution of up to
eight decks, arranging the cards and
